Gateway High School is a comprehensive four-year high school (grades 9-12).  Its curriculum offers a variety of formal 
programs that meet the needs of students with college preparatory, business, or vocational-technical interests.  We offer 
23 Honors courses and 20 AP courses at Gateway High School. Honors courses are offered in the Business, English, 
Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, Music, Technology Education, and World Language departments.  Advanced 
Placement courses are offered in the Art, Business, English, Mathematics, Music, Science, Social Studies, and World 
Language departments.  Several College in High School courses are offered.  A variety of elective courses are offered 
for students to explore career interests.  For gifted and talented students, there are two teachers that coordinate the AIM 
Program. Fifteen teachers coordinate the Special Education Program for students with special needs.  Students are 
encouraged to participate in various extracurricular clubs and activities as well as community service.  The interscholastic 
athletics program provides opportunities for all students.
